The melodic line beginning at measure 10 should flow over the per-
cussion groove. The remaining winds should pay particular attention
to the tempo and groove for stylistic accuracy.

The percussion solos at measure 47 can be expanded if desired.
Feel free to use improvisation during this section if your situation war-
rants.
