BLUETTE

English:

Bluette (opus 271) is a polka written by Johann Strauss Il in 1862. Strauss (1825-1899) was an
Austrian composer and conductor known as the “King of the Waltz”. This polka was written for
the St. Catherine’s Day Masked Ball at the Redouten Hall in Vienna. It accompanies the
Kathreintanz--the dance on the last Saturday before November 25, and is dedicated to his first
wife, Henriette Strauss.

Nederlands:

Bluette (opus 271) is een polka, geschreven door Johann Strauss Sohn in 1862. Strauss, geboren
op 28 oktober 1825 in St. Ulrich (Oostenrijk) T 3 juni 1899 in Wenen, was een Oostenrijks
componist en dirigent die ook wel bekend staat als “de koning van de wals”. Deze polka heeft
hij geschreven ter gelegenheid van het gemaskerd bal op St. Catharina’s dag, op de laatste
zaterdag voor 25 november, in de Redouten zaal in Wenen. Strauss droeg het werk op aan
zijn eerste vrouw Henriette Strauss.

Deutsch:

Bluette (Opus 271) ist eine Polka, die Johann StrauBB Sohn 1862 schrieb. StrauBB (Sankt Ulrich,
28. Oktober 1825 — Wien, 3. Juni 1899) war ein &sterreichischer Komponist und Dirigent, der
bekannt war als der Walzerkonig schlechthin. Die vorliegende Polka wurde fir den Maskenball
am Sankt-Katharinen-Tag, dem Kathtreintanz im Wiener Redoutensaal komponiert und ist seiner
ersten Frau Henriette StrauBB gewidmet. Der Kathreintanz fand alljghrlich am letzten Samstag
vor dem 25. November statt.

Francais:

Bluette (Opus 271) est une polka composée en 1862 par Johann Strauss fils, né a Saint Ulrich
en Autriche le 28 octobre 1825 et décédé a Vienne le 3 juin 1899. Ce compositeur et chef
d’orchestre autrichien est connu sous le nom de « Roi de la valse ». Cette polka, écrite pour le
bal masqué de la Sainte Catherine dans la salle de la Redoute & Vienne, connue comme Danse
de la Sainte Catherine, est dansée le samedi qui précéde le 25 novembre. Strauss I'a dédiée a
sa premiére épouse Henriette.

MATTEO FIRMI

English:

Matteo Firmi started taking trumpet lessons at the
Filarmonica di Santa Barbara in Muggia at the age of 6.
The following years he continued his trumpet study at the
Tartini conservatory in Trieste with the teachers Cal, Bellucco,
Cudiz, Ferrari and Morosini. Furthermore he studied direction
for wind orchestra at ISEB (European High School for Band
Study) with the teachers Jan Cober for conducting, Felix
Hauswirth for repertoire and Carlo Pirola for band
instrumentation. He also did courses in choral and choir direction with maestro Adriano
Martinolli D'Arcy at the Conservatory of Trieste as well taking composition classes with Franco
Cesarini at ISEB, and in the composition laboratory 'Alla Leopolda' in Florence. Later Matteo
attended master classes at the Conservatory of Udine with Jan van der Roost and Johan de
Meij. Matteo is the conductor of Banda dei Donatori del Sangue di Villesse (Band of Blood
Donors) and the choir Duomo di Muggia, and he works as a critic for musicals for the webzine
www.amicidelmusical.it.

Nederlands:

De ltaliaanse componist en arrangeur Matteo Firmi volgende trompetlessen vanaf 6-jarige
leeftijd bij de muziekvereniging Filarmonica di Santa Barbara in Muggia. Daarna studeerde
hij verder aan het Tartini conservatorium in Triést waar hij les had van Cal, Belluco, Cudiz,
Ferrari en Morosini. Ook studeerde hij harmonie directie bij het ISEB (Europese School voor
Harmonie leer) met als docenten Jan Cober voor directie, Felix Hauswirth voor repertoire en
Carlo Pirola voor instrumentatie. Hij volgde ook een cursus zang en koordirectie met Adriano
